Toothless Palm  

 Glossy green, fan-shaped leaves with 

waxy white undersides lend this palm a 

lush, refined appearance. Its most      

exciting feature is the smooth, user-

friendly, unarmed leaf petioles! Long 

spikes of yellow flowers extend beyond 

the leaves in the summer months. This 

palm is native to Mexico and Guatema-

la, growing in limestone soils in oak and 

pine woodlands. Slow-growing, it will 

eventually reach a height of about 30 

feet. It needs good drainage and a little 

more water than most Brahea species.
